Child Development Programs contracting for spaces in local civilian CDCs.

OPERATION DESCRIPTION:
Navy pays the difference between rate at off-base center and rate military member would pay on-base.

IMPACT/RESULTS:
Most spaces are for “preschool” which comprises the smallest portion of the waiting list and is the age group needed in Navy centers to operate cost effectively.  

CONTRACT/OPERATIONAL

BARRIERS:
Service Contract Act increases cost to government.   Crime Control Act causes delays in delivery orders due to length of time to complete background checks.  Limited # of accredited centers in civilian community and not in locations convenient to Sailors.  Government cost for younger children (our greatest need) when available, is excessive compared to other alternatives.
